2. Minutes:

3. Announcements from Chairperson Liebars:
a. Update on Preliminary recommendations sent to Steering

i. Liebars reminded CAP members that an open forum to solicit testimony from the Campus community will be held between 11:30am and 12:15pm in room 132 of Forcina Hall on Wednesday October 21, 2009.

ii. Liebars also said that she had received only one email comment on the recommendations. That comment focused on the syllabus template.

c. Liebars reported that F. Cooper accompanied her to the Council of Deans meeting to receive feedback on CAP’s  Final Recommendations on the Scheduling Grid.  Liebars stated that the Council of Deans had concerns with recommendation #3 and is therefore sending the recommendations back to Steering.
i. After discussion of process for receiving input from TCNJ Deans, CAP requested that Pavlovsky share the recommendations with the Council of Deans. It was also noted that Deans can attend and participate in any campus open forum.
4. Report on Definition of Majors and Specializations from sub-committee chair, Ewell:
a. Ewell distributed a summary document on the initial sub-committee efforts and said that the sub-committee would be meeting again on October 17, 2009. He also stated that the sub-committee had added another member to their group, Professor Meixner, from the English department.
5. New Charge to CAP on Chinese Minor:
