Agenda Items

1. Approval of Minutes: April 11, 2012; approved with revisions and one abstention for absence.
2. Updates on Working Groups/Sub-Committees 
· Charge on Repeating Courses: Leake spoke with former chair Leibars, again, and affirmed that the policy is ready for a preliminary recommendation. Thereafter, CAP decided report it was ready to support the existing policy based upon extensive study. On behalf of the Deans, Laughton said they supported CAP’s recommendation.  
· Charge w/ CSCC (11/3/11) on Undergraduate Certificate Programs: Bonanno reported the subcommittee met once and discussed the difference between existing undergraduate programs and possible certificate programs. They also discussed how to weigh experiential components of certificate programs.  
· Charge on Off-Campus Faculty Led Programs: Fisher reported on his conversation with the chair of IEPC, Holly D. Ogren.  The subcommittee will meet again after Fisher and Ogren’s next discussion.
· Charges on Course Absence & Attendance; Withdrawal; Academic Dismissal: Morales reported that subcommittee did not meet, but he intends to send a policy draft from the “Lost and Transition” workgroup that recommended a new Absence ad Attendance policy.  The subcommittee plans to meet on Wednesday, May 2.  
· Charge on Graduate Policies: O’Brien reported he would send a draft recommendation to CAP for the next meeting.
· Student Feedback on Instruction and Course: Leake brought the current Student Feedback instrument and asked that CAP review each item. Morales volunteered to bring the best practices document he drafted in 2011 to CAP’s next meeting.
3.  Charge on Academic Integrity (12/2/10) 
· CAP established a subcommittee to address the Academic Integrity charge and Rick Kamber volunteers to serve as lead.  The subcommittee consists of the following members: Laughton, Shestakow, Morales, Bonanno, Leake, and Fisher. The subcommittee will take the following steps: 1) assess whether there is problem with the current Academic Integrity policy; 2) get new information from appropriate constituencies; and 3) write the policy if necessary, as well as draft a problem statement that would go in a preliminary recommendation to Steering.   The subcommittee on Academic Integrity agreed to meet on May 2 and consider the testimony CAP received from Angela Lauer Chong, Tom Hagedorn, Nancy Freudenthal, and Don Lovett. It will also discuss whether to invite key constituents from around campus—student government, General Counsel, Academic Affairs, Student Life, Academic Integrity Officers, Graduate Studies, and the like.  CAP does not anticipate concluding this matter until fall 2012.     
      4.  Charge on Retention of Student Examinations & Other Work 
· CAP discussed the faculty retention of student work, and Morales noted that the State archival guidelines require keeping work for only one semester after a class.  Laughton noted the difficulty of preserving performances and non-traditional work.  CAP agreed that whatever timeframe it suggests, the policy should keep the student appeal process in mind.
5.   Memo Request from GPC on Graduate Non-Enrollment Policy (3/12/2012): 

Leake reported that the Graduate Non-Enrollment Policy aligned with the undergraduate policy.
      6.  Additional / Potential Work from Steering 
· Leake mentioned Steering’s request (not formal charge) for CAP to review the policy on Bulletin Year for Change of Major (1990).

· Leake notified CAP about the possible Scheduling Grid changes.
