III. Student Evaluation of Teaching Form. Continuation of discussion and revision of draft with consideration of comments from Staff Senate and SGA. 

A. Revision of Guiding Principle 4 to read: “The evaluation instrument should support faculty whose teaching methods are consistent with the Guiding Principles for Student Work and also consistent with the characteristics of effective teaching as described in the proposed 2005 Promotions Document.” This wording replaces, “The revised evaluation instrument should support and advance curriculum transformation, both through the selection of items and through the ways in which the results are used.”

B. Additional questions were added to the Teaching Form. Debbie Compte will meet with Jason Schweiter from IT to finalize the form, distribute electronically to CAP members for final comments, and then forward to Steering.


C. Recommendations:



1. the form should be widely disseminated prior to implementation



2. the form should be re-evaluated in 2-3 years



3. consider the use of specialized forms and/or supplemental forms


4. explore the idea of online administration.
