Minutes for meeting, October 23rd, 2013

[1] Approval of minutes from October 9th.  B. Rifkin made motion, N. Rodriguez seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.  

[2] Announcements.  B. Strassman noted that CAP’s responsibility for the grade appeals charge would only extend to the first two bullet points on this charge.  The other two bullet points will fall under the responsibility of CFA.  
[3] L. Grega reported on the status of the subcommittee working on the academic integrity policy charge.  She noted that the Provost approved of and supported the recommendations made by the subcommittee and that a final recommendation would be produced shortly.

[4] D. Morales reported on CAP’s request regarding how many applications for an “ungraded option” (taking a course pass/fail) are approved each semester.  He said that in the Spring 2013 semester 23 applications for ungraded option were approved and that typically each semester will see 22-30 of such approvals.  He also noted that while having no specific data, the number of ungraded option applications that are rejected is minimal.  W. Heisler and A. Bonanno also spoke of the feedback they received regarding this issue with the faculty senate and the student government.  Both noted that their conversations with members of the faculty senate and student government indicated that both bodies felt strongly that students should be allowed to apply to take a course for an     
ungraded option in the winter, Maymester, and summer sessions.  CAP’s decision on how to proceed on this charge is awaiting B. Behre’s meeting with academic leaders.
[5] Report of subcommittees.  
a) Tuesday morning – presented a revised preliminary recommendation regarding the comprehensive examination charge.  It was noted that these revisions addressed a change in language regarding the approval process of culminating experiences when these experiences exist outside a single department.

B. Strassman noted that the language of this recommendation needed to be made clearer so that it reflects that tone and parameters of TCNJ policy documents.  N. Rodriguez agreed to revise the language accordingly.  
b) Tuesday afternoon – reported on its work regarding the certificate programs charge.  Discussion of this charge centered on concerns raised by the faculty senate regarding “ownership” of transcripted certificate programs involving coursework at TCNJ.  W. Heisler noted that: a) the faculty senate feels that approval of such programs must reside within CAP and not CSCC; and b) that transcripted certificate programs must come from an academic unit within the College.  M. Marino agreed to revise the language in the preliminary recommendation to account for these concerns and present them to the committee as a whole for discussion.
c) Wednesday morning – Reported on the charges regarding repeating of courses and course withdrawals.  B. Strassman noted that a final recommendation regarding the repeating courses charge was drafted and approved by the staff senate.  The final recommendation that was approved by the staff senate was slightly different from the one approved by CAP in that the language was modified slightly to indicate that courses transferred into TCNJ would count towards the two course limit for taking a single TCNJ course.  It was suggested that when a course is repeated, only the grade of the most recent time the course was taken should count towards the GPA (current policy is for the highest grade, not the most recent, to count).  B. Behre offered to discuss this issue with the Provost to see if more testimony regarding this charge is required.  CAP postponed voting on the final charge until this discussion occurs.  Because of this postponement, it was decided that the vote regarding on the final recommendation regarding course withdrawals should also be delayed, as the two charges are interrelated and should be voted on together.
